Rules All races will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2009-2012 Racing Rules 

of Sailing (RRS). 
 
Classes Optimist, Sunfish, Laser (Full and Radial), and Club 420.  All classes are “bring 

your own boat.”  A minimum of three boats is required to form a class. 
 
Eligibility Open to all OCBC Youth who do not turn 18 years of age before November 1 in 

the year of the event and who have not previously won the event. Maximum 
Skipper age in Optimist fleets is 15.  Membership in a class organization is not 
required. 

 
Life Jackets All competitors are required to wear PFDs at all times while on the water.  PFDs 

shall be worn outside all clothing.

1100 Race 1, first warning. Other races to follow 
Between races Lunch will be served on the water 

 
Scoring Appendix A as described in the Sailing Instructions. Five races are scheduled. A 

competitor’s best three races shall count toward the regatta score. One completed 
race shall constitute a regatta. 

 
Substitution Crew may not be substituted between races without prior written permission 

from the Race Committee. 
 
Measurement All boats must be valid one-design boats, acceptable to the local fleet, to race in a 

one-design fleet. All others must have a recognized Portsmouth number. 
 
Courses Courses will be determined and announced by the Race Committee in accordance 

with the Sailing Instructions. 
 
Protests Filing time is 30 minutes after the RC docks at the end of racing for the day. The 

Arbitration procedure will be used for all protests. 
 
Appeal Decisions of the Jury with regard to protests, requests for redress and other 

actions by the Race or Protest Committee shall be subject to appeal according to 
Rule 70 of the RRS.
