This person does not have voting privileges, cannot hold office, but can command a Catalina yacht in sanc-
tioned races. 
 Honorary Member - An Honorary Member is a person who has an active interest in the welfare of Catalina yachts and is not 
a Catalina yacht owner. Honorary Members will not hold office, vote, command a Catalina yacht in sanctioned races, or pay 
dues. Executive Committee grants and/or revokes Honorary Membership. 
Resident Member – Owns a Catalina Sailboat but does not pay dues, may not vote or hold office. Ø 
Our next meeting will be held along with the Handicap Fleet, 2nd Friday in April.  All of Catalina boat owners and crews are 
encouraged to attend. The All Catalina Fleet 76 is planning some exciting things this year to encourage participation of our 
Catalina members, in Oklahoma City Boat Club racing events and in our own social events.  Our goal is to have as many as 
possible Catalina boats entered into racing events within our Fleet 76 and to be scored separately within our own group.  By 
doing this we are hoping that we can have participants in the fall Commander’s Cup event.  We are asking our Catalina 
members to submit a new PHRF form to Walt Kendall who will give your boat a rating in order that the different boats can 
be handicapped fairly.  For instance, a tall rig vs. a Std. rig or a fixed prop vs. a folding prop. A PHRF form can be 
downloaded from the OKC Boat Club web site.  Note: All Catalina boats are eligible to race during this 2008 year; how-
ever, no Catalina boat will be scored unless it has the new PHRF designation.  Hurry to get your new PHRF applica-
tion into the PHRF Committee since it takes time to process and our first race is on April 27th, the Splash Day Race. 
 
The All Catalina Alliance Fleet 76 (Catalina 22’s, Catalina 25’s, Catalina 27’s, and Catalina 30’s) has requested to be scored 
as a separate handicap fleet for the purposes of naming ONE fleet Champion to represent the fleet in the 2008 Commodore’s 
Cup. 
Each competitor will use the best 10 races from Splash Day, Memorial Day, and Independence Day Regattas, as well as 
Wednesday and Sunday series races in May, June, and July. 
A minimum of three Catalina’s must finish each race to count. In the event of a tie, the best eleventh race will be used and 
each successive race until the tie is broken.

2008 Lighthouse Charity Regatta is growing (up)! 
 
This fall and winter brought some interesting challenges that included coordinating the fundraising efforts for several of 

the regattas we’re having at OCBC this summer. Lighthouse was already planning to host a national event this summer (Catalina 
25s). OCBC was involved in the sailing booth at the Olympic Initiative last fall. OCBC also accepted the request to be the support 
organization for sailing at Lake Hefner. Lake Hefner is the designated site for any sailing competition or training for Olympic-level 
sailors if OKC is approved by the Olympic Committee. The OKC City Council, Water Utilities Trust and many other commissions/
committees approved the Lake Hefner Recreational Master Plan which indicates an increased awareness of sailing and other activi-
ties at Lake Hefner and the value it has to OKC as a public park area. So, it seemed an appropriate next step in Lighthouse’s evolu-
tion would include being involved in the Flying Scot Wife/Husband National Championship and the Adams Cup events.  

 
The Certificate of Incorporation for Lighthouse Charities, Inc. states that it is a corporation that “is organized exclusively 

for educational or charitable purposes, including, for such purposes, (1) the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as

exempt organizations under §501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any 
future United States Internal Revenue Code), (2) to promote and present sailing regattas and other fundraising activities 
associated with sailing or otherwise, to encourage citizen involvement in charitable fundraising, (3) to provide programs 
to combat juvenile delinquency through the promotion of competitive sailing and providing training for youth in sailing 
skills and (4) to encourage broad community participation in charity regattas and identifying suitable candidates for fur-
ther training to participate in international and Olympic competition representing the U.S.A.” 

 
Thus, Lighthouse as a public charity makes it a vehicle through which all donors (individuals and corporations) 

could deduct their contribution. It also makes it easier to retain proceeds which would be available as start-up funds for 
future national events which we anticipate OCBC will continue to host. Many events are relatively easy to have a 
“break-even budget”, however the J-22 North American Championship in 2005 and some other national events OCBC 
has hosted through the years required some significant donations to cover the costs expected from the host club. The 
Adams Cup this year is one of those events, primarily due to the cost of new suits of sails and replacing a lot of the rig-
ging on the boats provided for the competitors during the Area F qualifying regatta and the Finals.  

 
As interest at the local and Area F levels becomes more available, we will have a better idea about the partici-

pation for the OCBC/CSSA competition in late May as well as the Area F qualifying regatta in late July. The Finals will 
be September 17-21. Justin Howard as Chairman of the Adams Cup Event, Mark Fish and Steve Mason are heading 
the effort to secure sponsors for the event so feel free to call any of them if you are, or know of an individual or corpora-
tion that might be interested in being a sponsor. 
 

The Flying Scot Wife/Husband regatta and the Adams Cup Events have different Treasurers and will keep 
separate financial information with separate bank accounts. All event committees and the Board of Lighthouse/OCBC 
intend that any proceeds from the national events will be retained and available for future national events.
