 When 18-year-old Shelby Aughtry heads to the starting line of US SAILING's Rolex International 
Women's Keelboat Championship today, she sails as the youngest skipper in the 39-boat fleet com-
peting on Galveston Bay. As a freshwater sailor who grew up on Oklahoma's Lake Hefner, she will 
be competing on salt water against the sport's top women racers—including Olympic hopefuls 
Sally Barkow and Anna Tunnicliffe. But Shelby is not as cowed by stiff competition as she seems 
game for the experience of racing keelboats in a big world-class fleet: "If we do well, great. And if 
not, we'll learn more for next time…" That combination of no fear and a thirst for more experience 
is a potent mix in a young racer. But Shelby has good backup onboard in her crew, including her 
mom Dolores, who started racing J/22s the year Shelby was born, on the bow; her longtime 420 
crew Allison Moorhead, with whom she triumphed at Texas Youth Race Week, trimming spinna-
ker; and J/22 class stalwart Letty Eby on jib trim. What Shelby loves about sailing are elements 
both on the water and off: good competition and the opportunity to travel and make friends. At this 
regatta, that includes a chance to meet women of Olympic caliber, for Shelby is also eyeing the 
tiller of a 470 or a 29er and perhaps creating an Olympic path of her own. For the youngest skipper 
heading into the Rolex IWKC, the tough sailing ahead may just prove to be an important building 
block in a budding career. Good luck, Shelby!
