Seawall Update...... Sweet Progress!

Almost all of the comtmeeceived from the
membership indicates the workmanship from Manhagaxemplary — we are getting excellent valueoiarinvestment. The
seawall should serve OCBC well for many, many yéaome.

Several questions have come up and this is a gnadhfto answer them.

Estimated completion date is probably in the labrbary timeframe, perhaps a little longer in ortdeget all the disturbed
areas put to right.

The “boarding pier” (the concrete cap that will titye soldier and sheet pilings — it is not a “sid##) will be even /
straight along the edge of the seawall.

The boarding pier will be 4 feet wide.

There will be cleats embedded in the boarding pier.

Ultimately, in order to protect the boats, therd e fender material, ladders (a way to climb ighé lake is low) and pos-
sibly a few floating docks along the seawall.

The grading of the property will slope gently todiéine boarding pier allowing for drainage so astaatndermine the con-
crete.

We will have the disturbed areas sodded.

Replacement of landscaping by the flag pole andgathe seawall will be determined at a future date.

All concrete walkways that were broken during thestruction will be replaced. This includes repigd repairing the
concrete entrance area at the front gate.

From a lender standpoint, we only need to borravdfufrom two members — and those members havedubésed of the esti-
mated date the funds will be needed. For theafetbie volunteer “angels”, we thank you for steppup. Who knows, perhaps
another project is in OCBC's future?

“It gives an extra satisfaction, sailing in a bgati've built
yourself, especially if you win in it,” Hickman shi

Hickman won the Puddle Duck championship by eartfigg
best overall score after 3 races, in which he li@dsfirst,
second and second respectively. He won despitiénigatt
strong winds that kept some sailors from even takieir
boats out on the water.

“There were 29 Puddle Ducks there, but only 18adce
Hickman said.

And not all of those who raced were able to fireslkch race,
he said. In fact, the only sailor who beat Hicknrathe sec-
ond and third individual races was Scott Widmieowéver,
he said Widmier wasn't able to finish the firstad®cause
the wind broke his mast.

However, dealing with the wind is just a part ofrgEetitive sailing.
“You're always having different wind conditionsaitids to the challenge of racing,” Hickman said.

A CHANGE OF MIND

There was a time that Hickman didn't have muchnef sailing.

Even today he'll probably tell you “I don't care chufor sailing, just going out there and driftingand; sailing without a purpose
isn't fun. What | like is sailboat racing.”

But Hickman never even thought he would ever begilboat until his wife Debbie mentioned somethéihgut it several years ago
when they were still dating.

“When Debbie and | started dating in 2001, we vgitteng at Louie's there by Lake Hefner and werking out at the boats on the
water and she said, 'I'd like to have a sail boateslay,” Hickman said. “I asked her 'what forZdese we'd always been power
boat people, and she just said she'd thought itduoei nice to have one.”

“She told me 'you don't expect me to go out in ohthose do you?' She wanted something with a ifigstoilet,” Hickman said
with a laugh.

However, he was intrigued by the opportunity teeracthe boat.

“I like the competition. I've been racing somethalgmy life, cars, power boats, go karts, mototeg¢ he said.
It was now time to try his hand at racing sailboats

So Hickman bought a used Flying Scot.

“I bought an old beater because | didn't knowr#ally wanted that style of boat or if I'd evenlighke sailboat racing,” he said.
As someone new to sailing, he said he then “rdatl@ books and did a lot of practicing,” to getegl for the boat and to learn
more about the basics of sailboat racing.

“Then Debbie and | went down to Dallas for theiy bpen house races. That was the first time sheectéor me,” Hickman said.
After that the 2 of them quickly grew to enjoy peigating in the sport together and they even dati buy a new boat, he said.
“We have a lot of fun sailing together,” he said.

Sailing is even what pushed the two to finallyttie knot after they'd been dating for years.

“We'd been talking about getting married for 6 wediut we just never took the plunge. Then in 2@80klahoma City Boat Club
was hosting the husband and wife nationals at Heeer. The races were set for a weekend on Satamid Sunday, so Debbie
and | got married the Wednesday before so we doeilich the race,” Hickman said.

DIY SAILOR

Hickman said he is just dis-
appointed that his wife is
now so busy with her job at
the Woodward Conventions
and Visitors Bureau that she
can't come sailing with him
as often as she used to.

The couple was recently able
to take the Flying Scot to
compete at races in Little
Rock, Ark. over the Labor
Day weekend, but until then
“we probably hadn't raced
that boat for about a year,” he
said.

Hickman said he is fortunate
to be self-employed as a
stock trader that he can take
the time off to continue sail-
ing himself.

However, without his wife to
crew for him, he had to find
another boat that he could
race on his own.

But instead of buying a new
boat, he decided to build his own.

In addition to the homemade Puddle Duck, Hickmasndiso crafted his own 12-foot Sabre, an Austradiesign sailboat.

Like the Puddle Duck, he has won races in the Sabreell, including a 1st place finish in one df tlaces at the 2011 Lighthouse
Regatta in Oklahoma City and a 1st place finisthatwWhite Cap Regatta in Wichita as well this year.
