lake level has gone up almost 5 feet to a lake level of 
1190.75. About 20-25% was absorbed by the river-
bed. As anticipated, it didn’ t increase the level in our 
harbor enough for more than 1 or 2 of the boats stil l 
in the “water” to be able to haul out.  
 
              Bill McMill an and his trusty helper, Gay, 
went out to OCBC a day or so before the predicted 
2nd wave of snow for the weekend of January 20-21 
and put up signs around the clubhouse and some bar-
riers across most of the dock ramps trying to discour-
age foot traffic on the docks. The docks appear to be 
floating, but are still resting on the bottom, so 
PLEASE STAY OFF THE DOCKS UNLESS YOU 
NEED TO ADJUST YOUR LINES. I would be 
happy to explain to any of you the ins and outs of the 
dynamics of the balance between water levels at 
Lakes Hefner, Overholser and Canton. The bottom 
line is that Canton is not full which affects the City 
of OKC’s abil ity to take a release, when a release is 
taken and how much water will be released. 
 

Harold Eiseman was in contact with the 
company that built and installed the floating docks. 
After sending them some photos of our harbor in De-
cember, they responded that we won’ t know the ex-
tent of any repairs we will need to make until the wa-
ter level rises and the docks come back to floating. 
Again, as anticipated, the January release didn’ t to-
tally float the docks, but I met with a representative 
of the dock manufacturing company on February 6. 
He walked all the floating docks and the report is 
there is relatively littl e damage, most of which can 
probably be done by us at a work party when the 
docks are finally totall y afloat. He will be in contact 
with Harold to let him know the repairs we need to 
make. There is quite a bit of loose Styrofoam floating 
in the harbor. Please feel free to help us capture them 
so we can re-place them under the areas needing ex-
tra floatation. 

 
              Gary Sander, Carl Borgfeld (LHBOA Presi-
dent) and I met with 3 of the top OKC Water Utiliti es 
Trust personnel less than a week before the release. 
We are finalizing the information needed to help 
them schedule future releases during the spring in 
hopes of maximizing the length of sailing season and 
assuring that we have enough to sail Lighthouse 
Charity Regatta weekends and through the J-22 Dis-
trict Regattas.

ªlakeº to periodically check the lake level and see if it's 
affecting your boat. You may want to install the temporary 
sling arrangement that several members put under their 
boats to reduce the weight on the keel and keep it relatively 
level without all the stress on docklines. 

  
Please continue to help us keep the buildings and 

premises secure. Since there is less activity at the clubhouse 
this time of the year, please be sure all doors are locked 
when you leave even if there are a few cars in the parking 
lot. Anyone on the premises should either be a member and 
have a key, or be the guest of a member. The doors that are 
sometimes left unlocked are both of the outside doors near 
the bathrooms. If you don't know how to lock these doors 
that require a key, just ask a fellow member for assistance. 
 
              The Seawall Committee reported at the January 
membership meeting. Pascal Aughtry and Karl Benzer 
along with the other members of the Seawall Committee 
have met several times to assess the possible repairs or re-
placement of the seawalls. Karl was available to present the 
various alternatives. The Board will continue to update the 
membership as decisions are made regarding any repairs or 
replacement. The water release effectively postpones our 

efforts to do any major seawall work that required a dry 
harbor. We don't know if the harbor will be dry again this 
season, but we are continuing our efforts to select the most 
economically feasible system for the seawalls that need at-
tention. There are several factors that we have to put into 
place before undertaking any efforts that require more than 
the amount in the club's capital account.  
 
               Part of the Rear Commodore's responsibiliti es i n-
cludes assignments of the lockers and the dry and wet slips. 
Please let me know if you have bought or sold a boat, or 
have plans to do so in the next several months. The Board 
recommends any member who has a boat for sale contact 
the Rear Commodore to move it to the north area of the east 
parking lot where other boats for sale are located and listing 
the boats in the Ye Logge and on the internet. Please con-
tact me or Steve Meyer if you wish to move your boat to 
that area, and be sure it has your name (and phone number 
somewhere nearby so potential buyers can contact you) on 
the trailer.

               In order to post the slip assignment list this spring, please let me know in writing (I'm too old to 
guarantee remembering a verbal request so please indulge me!) if there are any changes you want or need 
in wet or dry slips. I will be working on those to update them from last year. Please let me know if you 
have bought or sold a boat, or have plans to do so in the next several months, even if it is the  
 
same design or similar size so you want to keep it in the same slip(s).

I encourage those who haven't checked their boats & trailers to do so 
as soon as possible. 
 
               Thanks to those members who have contacted me or Steve Meyer to help us update the dry slip 
assignments and status of Faciliti es Policy requirements. Steve & Bill will monitor the progress of compli-
ance to make their updated report to the February Board meeting. The Board will then begin the steps to 
enforce the Faciliti es Policy. The information sent in the OCBC e-mail sent several weeks ago was also 
posted on the race results bulletin board in the clubhouse. If you didn't get the e-mail , please look on the 
bulletin board or contact me or Steve Meyer by phone or e-mail (roster information is correct) and we wil l 
help you. Please help us be able to report 100% compliance so we only have to tell the membership to 
ªGive yourselves a Firstº (to quote Stephen W. Taylor) on compliance. Please also encourage your 
neighbors, friends and fellow members to bring their property into compliance.  
 
               The Board reviewed the Facili ties Policy at the February Board meeting. Prior to the Board meet-
ing, Bill McMillan and Steve Meyer helped draft changes and determine areas of concern. We then met 
with Karl Benzer, Jim Blakewell and Marvin Mason before the Board Meeting. My sincere thanks to all of 
these fellows as well as the Board for their conscientious effort and discussion to adopt the changes which 
will be included in the 2007 Roster. 
 

The recent release doesn't mean that any of us should discontinue praying to our own rain god(s), 
especially to rain ªupriverº from Canton and Hefner so we can get  some runoff without having it count 
against our annual release allotment.
