Ed. Note:  This column is for fleet news, if your fleet has 
any news that the club should know about please send  it in 
by the last day of the month and it will be in the next issue 
of Ye Logge. 
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Our Club lease and Facilities Policy require that Members comply with applicable state and local laws and regulations.  So, what 
does a boat require to be “current” with applicable state and local registration/permitting requirements? 
 
State Registration.  Quoting from the Oklahoma Boating Safety Handbook, “You must have a valid Oklahoma Certificate of Regis-
tration and validation decals to legally operate your vessel on Oklahoma waters.  The only exceptions are: 
 
- Vessels registered in other states using Oklahoma waters for 60 days or less 
 
- Vessels documented by the U.S. Coast Guard (however, documented vessels using Oklahoma waters over 60 days must be regis-
tered in Oklahoma and display current Oklahoma validation decals on each side of the bow as high above the water line as practi-
cal)” 
 
The Handbook goes on to say the registration number and validation decals must be displayed and describes the proper arrangement 
and location.  While not specifically stated, it’s understood USCG documented vessels are not required to display OK registration 
numbers, however the documentation must be renewed each year. 
 
Local Regulations.  Local regulations require compliance with applicable state laws and, for the purposes discussed here, boats using 
City property must also have a current Oklahoma City Boat Permit (generally incorrectly referred to as “lake stickers”). 
 
This is the item most often misunderstood.  As we know, the City owns the lake and the land around it.  And, the lake and land com-
prise the “reservation”.  Where the misunderstanding arises is the requirement for annual “stickers” is not limited to boats using the 
lake.  They authorize a boat to use the lake and/or to be kept on the reservation; whether it is in dry stalls or wet slips.  And, the City 
requires the Boat Permit stickers be kept current as long as the boat is on the reservation. 
 
Your Board takes this opportunity to thank those Members who always keep their boat(s) current and those who have heeded the 
recent reminders to do so. 
 
And, for boats not yet current, those Members are again asked to correct deficient items without further delay to preclude the need 
for “enforcement” actions defined in Para 10 of our Club’s Facilities Policy or the Sailing Instructions for those intending to partici-
pate in the racing program.

In addition to working on the Snipe Harbor project, Dar-
ren Williams has been working all winter on expansion 
of the office to incorporate part of the former 
“Entertainment cage” area which Liz and I are anxiously 
awaiting completion before racing season starts! Harold 
Eiseman has been in touch with the floating dock build-
ing company who is going to send a crew to OKC to 
work on the East Wharf docks which sustained substan-
tial damage. They are going to use our ramp to launch,

After a series of meetings and proposals through the winter the Sea Wall Committee took 
its’ first steps beginning with the work party on March 24.  An excavator was rented and we began 
work to shore up the point at the harbor entrance.  With Jeff Burke operating the equipment we 
removed dirt against the pilings and re-secured them to the existing dead men.  The original ½” 
cable was rusted and broken in many places and was replaced with ¾”.  The area was backfilled 
and the total height of the soil on the outer ½ of the point will be lowered to reduce the pressure on 
the wall and to improve the view of the lake from the clubhouse.    

 
Obviously we all are pleased about the rain and the improved water level.  Unfortunately, 

the rain has caused several more failures along the north wall and with the water level up we are 
unable to do anything about it.  The holes will be covered to prevent people from falling in them 
and all members are urged to be cautious when they or their guests are walking along the wall.   

 
The current thinking of your Board of Governors is that we should begin the process of 

seeking a renewal of our lease with the city before asking the membership to support the expendi-
ture of the amount of money that it will take to provide a permanent solution to the problem.

tion requiring display of proper decals to be eligible to race 
in our series races or regattas. We may be updating the list of 
boats out of compliance periodically to determine those 
NEC, but not between every race on the schedule.

As you probably know, the lake 
level continued to rise after the rainfall until it reached about 
1195’. This is about 4’ below full as we approach April 
showers, but also high consumption as more people start 
yard watering as well as pool season begins. Please deter-
mine the lake level needed for your boat to haul out 
(remember - it’s probably shallower at the hoist than your 
slip!). Then check out the lake level link on the OCBC web-
site to monitor how much it’s going down so you won’t get 
caught like those who wintered over in the harbor. I will 
keep you up on any dramatic changes in the lake level such 
as anticipated releases from Lake Canton. I think we all 
learned last year that consumption of water from Lake 
Hefner lowers the lake level much faster now that OKC is 
selling water to many metro communities than in years past.
