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Planning Committee Announcement 
We have a special club. We are fortunate that the dedicated members spent their time and effort 
in getting us a new 25-year lease so that we can continue what we and those before us started. 
With the new lease came a suggestion that the club develop a long-range plan for the future. 
 
A group of members was asked to prepare such a plan. The group is diverse in age, longevity at 
the club, interests in the club (racing, cruising, youth, social), professional skills, and personali-
ties. 
 
The group has been meeting several times a month through the fall and winter months. 
 
An effort has been made to solicit all fleets, the BOG, RC, and any individuals that wish to be 
heard. This group has put together a multifaceted outline of what this club’s options for the fu-
ture can be and how to implement those plans. 
 
The plan addresses and retains some aspects of the “sweat equity” nature of the club. In addition, 
the lack of funds, continuity of management, and crumbling infrastructure are each given atten-
tion. 
 
One basic flaw in our current structure is self-evident. We have not had adequate capital for sev-
eral years to maintain what we have, much less make any improvements. 
 
There is no escaping the fact that funding this club’s operations must change. This is going to 
mean a dues increase or a series of special assessments. There probably is no difference in the 
two approaches. The annual dues have been raised only once in the past 20 years (an increase of 
fifty dollars). That has been fiscally irresponsible.  We are all responsible for the current situa-
tion. 
 
In April, we are going to roll out a formal presentation of the options as we see them. There will 
be two open meetings for all members to see, hear, and respond to the options. No other business 
will be conducted at these meetings. They can last as long as necessary so that everyone can have 
their input and all questions and concerns can be addressed. Nothing is cast in stone, and changes 
can and will be made. 
 
Where this club goes in the future is solely up to the membership. Neither this committee nor the 
BOG can implement any changes without membership approval. 
 
The committee would like to encourage all members to attend and participate. One thing that we 
do ask is that those attending come with an open mind and listen to what could be available, and

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2010 Flying Scot Midwinter Championship   
Southern Yacht Club (SYC)  
New Orleans, LA March 23-26, 2010.

Forty-three Scots registered for the event in two classes - Championship Division (26 boats) and Challenger Division (17 boats). 
Eight races over four days were scheduled with two to three a day to be completed.  
 
Tuesday March 23, had light wind 3-4 knots from the North. The Scots sailed two races in light air. Then while getting set for 
the third race the wind shifted 180 degrees to the South. The R/C delayed the start of Race three until the breeze filled in solid at 
8 knots from the south, then got race three off. At the end of the first day, Ryan Malmgren from Ephraim Yacht Club, Wi lead 
the Championship Division with 14 points. Allan Terhune, Harry Carpenter, and Kelly Gough were tied for 2nd place. In the 
Challenger Division after day one, Letty Eby from Oklahoma City Boat Club, Ok had a solid lead with three 1st place finishes. 
Mike Bradshaw also from Oklahoma City Boat Club had 10 points, and Bill Robertson from Privateer Yacht Club, Tn was in 
third with 12 points.  
 
The 2nd day had a little more breeze at 8-10 knots from the south and flat water. The R/C got three more races off. At the end of 
the 2nd day, Allan Terhune from Eastport Yacht Club, MD lead the Championship Division with 21 points. Rob Dolittle out of 
Pontchartrain Yacht Club, LA was in 2nd with 27 points. And Kelly Gough from Corinthian Sailing Club, Tx was in 3rd with 28 
points. In the Challenger division, after day two, Letty Eby, from Oklahoma City Boat Club, OK had a solid lead with 9 points 
after five 1st place finishes and one 4th place. Mike Bradshaw also from Oklahoma City Boat Club, was in 2nd place with 24 
points. And Bill Robertson from Privateer Yacht Club, TN was in 3rd with 28 points.  
 
On Thursday, with an approaching squall line, the R/C gave the Scots a "bye" day so out-of-town competitors could get in a 
little sightseeing.  
 
On Friday, the final day, the breeze was up at 15-20 out of the North with choppy waves. Weather predictions called for steadily 
moderating wind. Some competitors choose to forgo the chop and stayed on shore. 32 out of 43 braved the breeze and chop to 
finish up the final two races. At the end of the final race the breeze had dropped to 6 knots.  
 
Final results had Allan Terhune in 1st place with 24 points, Kelly Gough in 2nd place with 34 points, and Rob Dolittle in 3rd 
with 41 points. In the Challenger Division, Letty Eby continued the solid lead with 11 points. Mike Bradshaw got a 2nd place 
with 31 points, and Bill Robertson got 3rd with 36 points.
