Instructions to limit TLE scores to regattas onbjnyone not finishing within 30 minutes of the
first boat in their start will be scored DNF.

Change to Sailing Instructions
August 3, 2007
The following change to the OCBC Sailing InstrunBdecomes effective immediately. Add the
following sentence to the end of paragraph 12.2.

“Anyone not
finishing within 30
minutes of the first
boat in their start
will  be scored
DNF.

This rule applies to regattas only and not to any series races.
The changed rule becomes:

“ (2) Boats still racing more than 30 minutes after the first boat in their division to fin-
ish will be recorded "Time Limit Expired (TLE).” This changes RRS 35 and A4.2. This rule
applies to regattas only and not to any series races.
