Technically, we 
haven’ t experienced Indian Summer yet, but it is still  much better than the old name “Frostbite 
Regatta” .

Commodore’s Cup won by J-22 fleet champion Shawn Cina. The 
weather has been more seasonally typical since August so the wa-
ter level has been steadily going down. The lake level is now be-
low 1199’  and falling so the areas under water most of the summer 
have emerged. We’ve discovered broken concrete on the ramp by 
the west hoist so be careful when launching or hauling out in this 
area. The rain mixed with the algae growth from this summer can 
still create a hazard so please be careful when you are standing in 
an area that was underwater over the summer. ALSO, PLEASE 
CHECK YOUR DOCKLINES!! ! ! !  With the water level now go-
ing down, you may need to adjust your lines from the pilings/tide-
risers to keep your boat off the dock depending on the wind direc-
tion. 

 
As of 9/7/07, all boats on the premises must have a trailer. The 
Facilities Policy doesn’ t require a “road traveling-ready”  trailer, 
but something that makes your boat portable from the slip to the 
hoist and back is sufficient as long as it is adequate to support the 
weight of your boat! No boats should be stored over the winter on 
the hoist pad around the west hoist as this delays or prevents pro-
jects such as repairs or planned installation of the Flying Scot 
hoist. We are planning to finish the Flying Scot hoist before next 
spring so it will be available for the Wife/Husband Regatta. 

 

(Continued from page 4) There are trailers in the car parking spaces south of 
floating “C”  dock that don’ t have the member’s name 
on the tongue. If this is your trailer, please move it to 
your assigned dry slip or contact the Rear Commodore 
to request a dry slip. There are still some members 
needing a trailer so if you hear of a “good deal”  on a 
trailer that might be usable for a keel boat, please let 
me or another Board member know. Your utility 
trailer along with a cradle mounted on it might make a 
great yard trailer for a trailerless keelboat. There are 
several members who are helping our trailerless mem-
bers locate trailers or convert utility trailers to a yard 
trailer by configuring a cradle for the trailer. Also, 
please check your trailer tongue to be sure your name 
is on it and can be read! After a while, the sun and 
weathering may make it difficult to read your name. 

 
Although the water level will probably allow sailing 
throughout the fall, please try to keep boats mooring 
overnight off the courtesy dock areas, including the 
ends of “A”  and “B”  docks. If you anticipate leaving 
your boat overnight, contact the assignee of an empty 
wet slip and borrow a slip until you haul your boat 
out. Boats at the end of “A”  or “B”  dock can create a 
hazard for those leaving or coming back into the har-
bor, especially at night if your boat has no anchor 
other warning lights that there is a boat temporarily 
moored. The blue dock slip nameplates Harold Eise-
man made have been put on the docks. 

 
Although not me, someone must have announced 
“Last call for locker and wet or dry slip assignments”  
as I had a few last-minute requests and am in the proc-
ess of getting the assignment lists together for my 
successor. Please let me know if you no longer need a 
slip or locker that is assigned to you, or making a re-
quest if you need a slip or locker, including wanting to 
keep a slip that you will be storing the boat/trailer 
away from OCBC. Please do it in writing as it is less 
likely to fall through the cracks! Please don’ t just put 
your trailer in an empty slip because it is empty when 
you arrive. Some boats are dry-sailed and a trailer 
may be temporarily out of its slip while the boat is on 
the water! If you need a slip assignment, please check 
the assignment posted on the west wall bulletin board 
and let me (or your new Rear Commodore) know 
which slip you want. The list isn’ t completely up-to-
date, but is a good place to start. The ongoing clean-
up effort continues to see derelict boats and trailers 
leaving the property and the “ for sale”  area is decreas-

ing in size. My thanks to those who have been successful in giving a new owner the opportunity to enjoy the boat you enjoyed in 
previous years. 

 
In talking to a few of our newer members, there seems to be some confusion as to the different privileges for the various catego-
ries of membership. Regular members (whether provisional or full regular) are the only members, except a few perpetual honor-
ary members, who are permitted to keep property at OCBC. Only full (not provisional) regular members have the privileges of 
voting, sponsoring provisional applicants and holding office on the Board of Governors. There are some boats owned by more 
than 1 club member. In order to keep the boat at OCBC, all co-owners must have privileges to keep a boat at OCBC. Associate 
members, even those who have completed their provisional year, do not have the privilege of storing property at OCBC other 
that what we extend to guests attending OCBC regattas. Your Board of Governors appreciates your cooperation and compliance 
with these provisions as well as helping our newer members understand the difference. Please feel free to ask if you have any 
questions. The rewriting and rearranging of the Bylaw provisions a few years ago attempted to clarify the privileges extended to 
each category of membership, but I’m sure it created some confusion as well! 

 
Those who have a “2007”  state sticker or are now out of date so please visit your friendly neighborhood tag agent and get a new 
sticker. Those with October 2007 or earlier expiration of city decals also need to be updated by the end of this month and then 
your boat will be “good to go” for all of 2008 sailing season! 

 
It wouldn’ t be a complete “Rear”  report without something related to the lake level. Lake Hefner as of the writing of this article 
was unbelievably near 1198’  (1197.74’). The concrete pad by the Snipe Harbor and east hoists, and “C”  dock are completely out 
of the water. The length of time some of these areas were underwater has or may have created several hazards –we are learning 
about previously undiscovered ones each day as the water level lowers including broken concrete on ramps, some slippery areas 
if they get wet again from rain or rinsing the bottom of your boat as well some of the cleats coming out of the boards from. Can-
ton Lake shows elevation of about 1615’  so it remains barely in the flood control pool. The weather has been more seasonally 
typical since August so the water level has been steadily going down. The rain mixed with the algae growth from this summer 
can still create a hazard so please be careful when you are standing in an area that was underwater over the summer. ALSO, 
PLEASE CHECK YOUR DOCKLINES!! ! ! !  With the water level now going down, you may need to adjust your lines from the 
pilings/tide-risers to keep your boat off the dock depending on the wind direction. 

 
I look forward to seeing each of you at the annual fall work party on October 27th which I will co-host with your newly elected 
Rear Commodore! We’ ll have the usual winterizing chores along with a fall cleaning of the clubhouse for our winter social ac-
tivities – thankfully that doesn’ t include the crane project of 2006!

Indian Summer Continued 



The zebra mussel (Dreissena polymorpha) is native to the Caspian Sea region. They were accidentally introduced into the St. 
Lawrence Seaway, probably via a ship’s ballast water in 1986.  Since that time, they have spread rapidly through the Great Lakes 
area and into the Mississippi River drainage region.  Populations of zebra mussel were first recorded in Oklahoma during 1992 in 
the McClellan-Kerr Navigation System near the Port of Catoosa. As of the present time, populations have become established in 
Kaw Lake, Sooner Lake, Keystone Lake, Oologah Lake, Claremore Lake, and Lynn Lane Lake in Tulsa. They are also known to 
exist in the Arkansas River downstream from Zink Dam in Tulsa.  Zebra mussels have been reported from Grand Lake and Skia-
took Lake, but it is unknown if these populations have become established. 
 
Adults are usually no larger than a quarter.  They attach to hard, solid objects and gather food by filtering tiny plankton from the 
surrounding water.  Females produce up to a million offspring a year.  They may form dense colonies several layers thick, en-
crusting objects with their shells.  Zebra mussels can clog the water intakes of boat motors, power plants, and other industries.  
They compete with native animals for food, and they can smother native clams, many of which already are endangered. 
 
Immature zebra mussels, called veligers, are tiny and drift free in infested waters.  They can hitch a ride to new locations in even 
small amounts of water left in attached vegetation, bait buckets, live wells, boat bilges or in the cooling systems of marine mo-
tors.  Adults attached to the hulls of boats are capable of surviving out of water for several days.  
 
Boaters can help prevent the spread of zebra mussels by taking the following precautions: 
 
IDENTIFY - Learn how to identify zebra mussels (see diagram). 
 
INSPECT - Thoroughly inspect your boat and trailer and other items that come in contact with the water. Scrape off and trash any 
suspected mussels, however small. Remove all vegetation hanging from the boat or trailer before leaving any water body. 
 
DRAIN - Drain water from the motor, bilge, and any other portions of your boat and equipment while on land before leaving any 
water body. 
 
DUMP – If you were fishing, dispose leftover bait away from water before leaving.  Live bait that has contacted infested waters 
should not be taken to uninfested waters. 
 
RINSE - When you get home - before launching your boat into uninfested waters - thoroughly rinse (with a hard spray from a 
garden hose) and dry the hull, drive unit, bilge, trailer, engine cooling system and other boat parts that got wet while in infested 
waters. 
 
If your boat was in infested waters for a long period of time, or if you find any attached adult mussels, use hot (1400F) water in-
stead of cold, or tow the boat through a do-it-yourself carwash and use the high pressure hot water to "de-mussel" your boat.  Do 
not use chlorine bleach or other environmentally unsound washing solutions. 
 
DRY - Let boats, motors and trailers dry thoroughly in the sun for at least five days before boating again. 
 
IN THE SLIP – When in infested waters, if possible, leave outboards in the up position. Periodically inspect hulls and drive units, 
and scrape free of mussels.  Pump hot water through your engine's intake on a regular basis to prevent mussel growth inside the 
engine's cooling system. 
 
Consult the Oklahoma Department of Wildlife Conservation before trying to control or eradicate zebra mussels or any other ex-
otic pest. Pest species often thrive on disturbance. Do-it-yourself control treatments can make matters worse and can harm native 
species.  Please contact me if you think you have found a zebra mussel. 
 
We must be responsible and try to prevent the establishment of zebra mussels in Lake Hefner.
